2. Approval of Minutes: Minutes from last (September 24), approved.

3. Reports:

 (a) Secretary: J. Wardlaw reported that a Board of Stewards orientation meeting had been attended.

(b) Treasurer: S. Greene presented the approved budget, for 2004-2005, to the committee. Only expenses to date were office supplies and refreshment for the Sudan speaker series. 4. Travel Workshops: A. Stein reported that no date for subcommittee had been set. A. Ho elaborated on the proposal. Two options for subject, either safety working abroad or employment opportunities in NGOs. For the later, representative of such organisations could be invited to speak. For the former, information would have to be complied by the committee.

It was held as part of Sac's Expression Against Oppression week, on the topic of Genocide in Sudan. It was a great success, well attended and well known.
